e Offensive language, physical violence and vandalism will not be tolerated at any time.

e Administration and/or coaches may contribute to the decision of a player not participating in a

game if the necessary efforts and expectations are not met.
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By breaking one of the expectations listed above, players are exposing themselves to the following measures:

- Player is benched for a pre-determined period during a game.
- Player is suspended for a game but must attend the game.
- Player is suspended from the team indefinitely with an evaluation of the administration for the

following season.
